1. Minutes of the Meeting held on 27th February 2023 were approved by the Douzaine.
2. Matters arising.  

· Island Development Plan – a review has to be in by Friday.  There is over development in the north of the island.  We are in favour of the areas of biodiversity and most quarries seem to be such areas.  Domestic curtilage was discussed.  A map of the new zones did not seem to be available at this time.
· Liberation Day – It had been confirmed that the Cavalcade will not be passing the Douzaine Room.  Douzeniers were invited to assist putting up bunting and in the kitchen on that day.
· Bordeaux Beach traffic – a lot of interest has been stirred up by the media.  The Traffic & Highways Committee have been contacted and will keep the matter on file for the time being.

Also there was mention of a post on Facebook from a lady requesting a zebra crossing be installed from Iceland to Croft Lane.  Traffic & Highways are already considering putting a crossing here in addition to the one by Vale Garage as part of the Mobility Plan which includes all traffic and pedestrian safety around centres and schools.

· Douit at La Passeur – still discolouration in the douit and the Water Board have been informed and will investigate the cause.

· Election of Jurat – 5th July 2023 – Five Douzeniers confirmed they would be available to attend.
3. Bornements  - there was only one which was approved.
4. Parish Meeting – Wednesday 22nd March – just under 30 people attended.  The Senior Constable will attend the Royal Court on Friday 31st March.  There were no other comments.  
5. Traffic issues around Schools – speed hump/table crossing – It had been suggested at a meeting of the Vale School Committee that a speed hump or a raised table zebra crossing be erected at the junction of Belval Road with Ville es Pies to slow the traffic down but the Douzaine could not support this for the short time it would be used in the day and it should be referred back to Traffic & Highways.  Parents were also parking on the pavement at the Vale playing field which had forced pedestrians to walk into the road and cars had difficulty passing.  Traffic would be informed.
6. Vale War Memorial  - this had been inspected and a report received.  All Douzeniers were in favour of instructing a monumental mason to undertake work to remove lichen, attend to rusty fixings and lettering.
7. Douzaine Council/Parish Working Group – the Douzaine Council were hoping to get a meeting organised soon and the Parish Working Group will meet in another two weeks.
8. Correspondence:

· Sure Guernsey Marthon Sunday 2nd April 2023 – Approved.
· Pink Ladies – Sunset Coastal Walk – Saturday 24th June 2023.  Closure of car parks at Grandes Rocques and Bordeaux for a couple of hours – Approved.
· Enquiry about a Vale Parish Guernsey – this was discussed and one Douzenier confirmed her father had purchased one from Guernsey Woollens. The information would be passed on.
9. Any Other Business:

·   Hougue Jehannet  - the road signs  have bene removed but the barriers are still in place.  The road is allowed to be closed for a year as an emergency measure and the date of expiry is 24th March 2023.  A letter would be written to Guernsey Electricity asking them to follow due process and go back to the Law Officers.
·    Car park by Vale Church/Kiosk Grand Havre – the car park by Grand Havre is full of cars and, when summer comes, there will be nowhere for beachgoers to park.  There is no time limit on the car park and the majority of it is in the Vale parish but comes under ACLMS who would be notified.
